Bilingual Volunteer Computer Instructors Needed

Volunteers, especially those bilingual in English and Spanish, are needed for the Stanislaus
County Library’s Bridges to Technology program. Volunteer instructors lead small group computer
classes using pre-planned courses in basic technology skills, such as using Windows and Microsoft
Office software applications, Internet navigation and e-mail use. Volunteers need only basic computer
knowledge, and will be trained as instructors by library staff.
