The networking luncheon that begins shortly after
noon will feature Stanislaus County Office of Education Superintendent Tom Changnon and
Modesto City Schools Superintendent Arturo Flores as keynote speakers for a discussion on
the “State of Education in Stanislaus County” and some of their efforts in the community.
