The Opposite of Clairvoyance delves deeply and tenderly into the territory of the everyday. With an eye tuned to the 

most delicate of details, Wegener creates a world where the call of an unseen bird is as rich with meaning as the 

metallic crunch of an auto accident. Set against the background of California’s Central Valley, this book of imagistic 

and thoughtful poems leads us to an often elusive realization: that home can be found in unexpected places.
