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Victim Dies as a Result of Her Injures From Shooting

relationship and were living together at the residence. Vanderheiden was previously 
booked at the Stanislaus County Men’s jail for attempted murder and domestic violence.  
The Stanislaus County District Attorney's Office will be amending the charges on 
Vanderheiden from attempted murder to murder.
